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Introduction

This write up contains intelligence information for the Romulan officers commanding the forces in and around The Triangle.

Mantiev Colonial Association

Background

The Mantiev Colonial Association (MCA) is the only political entity in The Triangle which is on truly friendly terms with the Romulan Empire.

Until recently the MCA’s Loyalist faction in its civil war was a client of the Empire.  This faction was equipped almost exclusively with Romulan equipment, especially warships.  This was an effective method of opposing the Klingon influence and backing of the MCA rebels.

The end of the civil war, which was negotiated by the Federation, allowed the MCA to pull somewhat away from its dependence upon the Empire.  While somewhat inconvenient and frustrating, this was not seen as a problem.

Current Situation

The beginning of open Klingon aggression in the western part of The Triangle has caused the MCA to reevaluate its defensive position.  It is currently equipped with a collection of older Romulan and Klingon ships left over from the civil war.  The largest of these ships are one small cruiser and two destroyers.  Clearly the combined MCA space defense forces are no match for even a single Klingon battle fleet.

Letter Of Understanding

Recognizing this situation, the MCA has signed a secret Letter of Understanding regarding the relationship between themselves and the Romulan Empire.  This Letter provides three immediate benefits to and one requirement for the Romulan Empire.

Romulan warships will now be allowed to travel discretely through MCA space, and be allowed to patrol the MCA’s borders without interference from MCA defense forces.

Romulan ships will also be able to use the repair capabilities of the Mantiev, Kallendeva, and Chaniviev systems (note that the Stork’s Rest system has no ship repair capabilities).

The MCA intelligence service, limited though it is, will provide the Romulan Space Navy with any information it gains on Klingon or Federation activities or intentions.

In return, Romulan Space Navy forces are committed to assist the MCA defense forces in protecting MCA space and retaking any lost systems.

Mines

In preparation for the expected conflict with the Klingon Empire, the Romulan Space Navy has stockpiled a limited number of space mines.  The following numbers of mines are available for use;
